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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to (1) develop experience-based
instructional packages in the Art Learning Area on the topic of Salow, Sow, and Sung
Lanna Folk Music for Prathom Suksa V students of schools in Chiang Rai
Educational Service Area 2 to meet the determined criterion; (2) to study the learning
progress of Prathom Suksa V' students learning from the experience-based
instructional packages; and (3) to study the opinions of Prathom Suksa V students on
the quality of experience-based instructional packages in the Art Learning Area on the
topic of Salow, Sow, and Sung Lanna Folk Music.

The sample of this study consisted of 24 purposively selected Prathom
Suksa V students from Ban Huai Sanplubpla School under the Office of Chiang Rai
Educational Service Area 2 in the 2007 academic year. Research instruments
consisted of (1) three units of experience-based instructional packages in the Art ,
Learning Area on the topic of Salow, Sow, and Sung Lanna Folk Music, namely, Unit
8: Learning about Salow, Sow, and Sung Lanna Folk Music; Unit 9: Reading Musical
Notes of Salow, Sow, and Sung Lanna Folk Music; and Unit 10: Playing Lanna Folk
Music with Sung Musical Instrument; (2) an achievement test for pre-testing and
post-testing; and (3) a questionnaire to assess students’ opinions toward the quality of
experience-based instructional packages. Statistics for data analysis were the E\/Ep
efficiency index, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

Research findings were (1) the three units of experience - based
instructional packages had efficiency indices of 77.73/76.66, 77.80/78.00 and
76.87/78.67 respectively, thus meeting the determined 75/75 efficiency criterion; (2)
the learning achievement of students who learned from the experience-based
instructional packages increased significantly at the .05 level; and (3) the opinions of
students toward the quality of the developed experience-based instructional packages
were at the extremely appropriate level.
