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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study: (1) causes, background and environment that
influenced the political concepts and roles of Field Marshall Sarit Thanarat; (2) the political concepts
and roles of Field Marshall Sarit Thanarat; (3) impacts of the political concepts and roles of
Field Marshall Sarit Thanarat that affected the development of the northeast .

This was a qualitative research based on a review of the related document and research,

The results showed that (1) Field Marshall Sarit Thanarat was an authoritarian
dictator who dared to think, dared to act, dared to decide and dared to take responsibility due
to socialization, and his political experiences. He was influenced by his education in a
military academy. He sought legitimacy in governing the country from political events, i.e.
the communist threat, economic problems, the influence of the World Bank and the influence
of loans from the USA. Citizens in the northeast accepted General Sarit Thanarat as one of
_ their own. (2) Field Marshall Sarit Thanarat’s governing concept was authoritarian. He built a
power base using the law, the paternal governing system, capitalism to support private sector
and foreign investment and the expansion of the state to reach rural areas. He transmitted his
concepts and policies to the people via the first national economic development plan, which
was used to systematically develop the northeast. This resulted in broad industrial
development, a better quality of life for the people, better access to education and health
care and a better economy. (3) Field Marshall Sarit Thanarat’s political concepts and roles caused
the stagnation of Thai political culture, the communist suppression, and the change of community
culture to become more materialistic. Rural people’s debts rose, more labor migrated to the
cities, forest land was destroyed, and natural food sources were damaged. All these problems
have had long-lasting repercussions until today.
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
