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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the sampling opinions of (1)
management administration, (2) problems, (3) development guideline, and (4) compare overall
management administration and tendency of management administration concerning the Invasion
of Immovable Government Property of the Treasury Department. The conceptual framework of
PAMS-POSDCoRB comprised of 11 factors: Policy, Authority, Morality, Society, Planning,
Organizing, Staffing, Directing, Coordinating, Reporting, and Budgeting applied to this study.

The study was a survey research by using questionnaires. The questionnaires were
being tested for validity and reliability of questionnaire at 0.93 level. The sample groups were (1)
government officers and permanent employees who were employed by Treasury Department and
(2) lessees of the Invasion of Immovable Government Property. The field data was collected
during September 1, 2007 to October 31, 2007. 893 out of 1,037 sets of questionnaire were collected,
equal to 86.11%. Statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-
test. Moreover, specialists with person to person interview were also used in this study.

The result of this research showed that middle level of the majority of sample group
agreed to the management administration of resolving problems of Invasion of Immovable
Government Property of the Treasury Department. The most important problem was the Treasury
Department had set up policy of resolving problems of Invasion of Immovable Government
Property which did not correspond to the real problems of Invasion of Immovable Government
Property. For overall comparison of management administration to resolve the problems of Invasion
of Immovable government Property of the Treasury Department at present, it was higher than the
past and also higher than other similar organizations. In the future, there was tendency to offer the
convenience and services to people more and more. In conclusion, the significant suggestions were
the Treasury Department should set up policy to resolve the problems of Invasion of Immovable
Government Property by setting obvious indicators and targets and it must be correspond to
people needs. Moreover, the Treasury Department should apply conceptual framework of PAMS-
POSDCoRB to the management administration research in the future.
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
