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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to (1) study the morality of administrator
characters in the Chinese literature epic “The Three Kingdoms” in the context of
Machiavellian political administration; (2) study the factors that affected the use of morality
by administrators in “The Three Kingdoms” to achieve their political ends; (3) study the
morality and use of morality of administrators in “The Three Kingdoms” to achieve their
political ends; (4) to increase the body of knowledge about morality in Machiavellian
political administration for the benefit of researchers, statesmen and the general public.

The sample population in this study consisted of 3 fictional characters who were
administrators in the Chinese literature epic “The Three Kingdoms,” namely Zhouchou,
Laobi and Xunguan. The conceptual framework of morality of lords or administrators in the
work of Machiavelli was used as the basis to analyze the morality of the characters and
their actions in the story “The Three Kingdoms.”

The results showed that: (1) When the administrators in “The Three Kingdoms”
possessed and used Machiavellian morality then they were successful in their political
and administrative jobs. (2) Luck or fate, which cannot be controlled, was a significant
factor that affected the administrators’ success in using morality to achieve their political
and administrative goals. (3) To be successful, administrators in “The Three Kingdoms”
had to have a complete and balanced morality in the Machiavellian sense and had to use

that marality appropriately depending on the political situation.
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
