The purpose of this cross-sectional descriptive study was to examine the point prevalence
of depression and associated factors among 100 climacteric women at menopausal clinic in King
Chulalongkorn Memorial Hospital during June to September, 2005. The instruments in this study
were the self — reported questionnaire assessed for demographic data, Social Support Scale, Life
Stress Event Scale and HRSR assessed for depression (Health Related — Self Report). The SPSS
for Windows were used for descriptive and inferential statistical analysis. Descriptive statistics
were presented as percentage, mean, standard deviation, range and inferential statistics were done
for Chi-Square test, t-test, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient, multivariate
analysis was performed as Logistic regression analysis and Stepwise multiple regression analysis

The results of this study revealed that point prevalence of depression was 13%. In
univariate analysis, associated factors for depression were religion, income adequacy, menstrual
pattern, social supports and life stress events. The factors associated to depression after
performing Logistic Regression Analysis were low social supports (adjusted OR = 63.54, 95%
CI = 6.100-661.803) and inadequacy income (adjusted OR = 21.532, 95% CI = 2.009-230.783)
at statistical significant level of p<.05 and .001 respectively. The predictive factors regarding to
depressive scores after performing Multiple Regression Analysis were inadequacy income, and

low social supports at statistical significant level of p<.001.
