The purpose of the study were to examine the history and deve"lopment model and
Management process of education and refigion in Thailand and Lao PDR; and to compare
management mode! of education and religion as well as draw up plans for co-operation
between Thailand and Lao PDR. Research method was qualitative , and interviews,
observations, and focus group discussions were instrument to collected data. The fieldwork
Was carried out in Thailand and Lao PDR. The areas in Lao PDR included Louang Phrabang,
Vientian, and Savannakhet.

Results revealed that formal education in Thailand and Lao PDR initially began and
developed at temples. Buddhist monks played the role as teachers teaching how to read,

write, and preaching dharma, to gives giving or providing charity to the needed people. Boys
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had chances to learn formal education and Buddhism at the same time. Thai society
respected as well as praised the persons who studied dharma. They were considered as
educated and were likely to get the government jobs. Beside temple schools, there were
special schools set up by and for royal and high ranking officials dealing with trade and
diplomacy. In terms of education and Buddhism, both Thailand and Lao PDR have an
objective of dissemination buddhism from one generation to the next. Boys gained education
as they entered their monkhood. As a result of improving education, now the Thai Sangha
offers formal higher education to university level.

There are 2 institutions now offer higher formal education degrees. Mahamakut
Buddhist University. and Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University. As for Lao PDR., there
is only Sangha cCollege that offers formal education at a higher certificate level.

The development model and management process of education and religion, to a
large extent, are similar, such as, the improvement of quality, the continuation of the
management and system for the people who have little opportunity to and the handicapped
people, and the participation of the community in running school, For the difference, however,
the Lao PDR., emphasizes thinking, ideclogy, and socialism. Thailand, on the other hand,
focuses on the democracy and foreign relations. Lao PDR. Puts forwards the obtaining
foreign aids whereas Thailand moves its educational policy towards becoming the
educational center among member countries in Indochina.

There should co-operation between Thailand and Lao PDR. For development model
and management process of education and religion. Thailand should provide scholarships
for students and Buddhist monks from Lao PDR. To study at various institutions in Thailand.
From 30 sangha institutions, universities and branches countrywide, eight are in Isan
provinces Roi-et, Loei , NongKhai, Ubon Ratchatani, Surin, Nakorn pamon, Khon Kaen, and
Nakorn Ratchasima. There is a college for nun MahaPacha Bodi Three Colleg.The College is
Supported by the supreme sangha at Mahamakut Buddhist University. If fully implemented, it
is hoped that the mutual understanding and relationship between the two countries are

continually maintained.
