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Abstract : This research aims to pursue the suitable means to planned and

controlled on behalf of the Government, Commercial Entertainment District by proposing a
Zoning Control Campaign. And to investigate and propose the zone for entertainment business
establishments and then permitting those uses as-of-right in educational city such as
Mahasarakham City. The question remains whether zoning is effectively ridding residential and
school areas in close proximity to entertainment facilities of resulting adverse effects.
Methodology: This research explores the above question and proposes possible solutions. Part |
outlines the history of law and discusses Government Regulations regarding zoning out
entertainment businesses. Part Il explores the growth of adult use businesses and zoning
regulations. Part lll defines the secondary effects associated with these establishments,

evaluates the growth effects, and analyzes the relationship between the adult use businesses

and the negative effects seen in residential neighborhoods. Finally, Part IV assesses possible
zoning solutions and alternative methods to decrease negative secondary effects.

Result, Discussion and Conclusion: One of the positive effects of the proposed zoning laws is to
help the police force manage and control the adult enterprises. The Government has affirmed local
government's responsibility to reduce the negative impact of these entertainment businesses on
neighborhood integrity, family life and property values. Although in some cases a direct approach to
the problem by ways of adoption and zoning method enforcement are regarded as impractical, Thai's
local officials implemented zoning as a method to control the uses and availability of these facilities
to follow the master strategic policy which is to revitalize the inner city social development by zoning.
The question remains whether zoning is effectively ridding residential and schoot areas in close
proximity to entertainment facilities of resulting adverse effects. Hence, the result is seek for flexible

zoning, distance zoning and propose guidelines for Educational City as Mahasarakham City.
