of difficulty of traininé; and high operating cost. The transference
had the guide-line for solving problems included: changing
strategies of training the trainees before the performance competition
to the process of designing a local curriculum for the trainees for
the permanent development: the trainers should adapt the strategies
of training to be simpler lessons : simple lessons should be
encourage the trainees have more experience and skills of
performing; responsible office should pay attention closely to
Kiong-Seng bands: motivating and promoting the Klong-Seng
activities is necessary; encourage the performers by giving them
some certificates to certify the performers, the expertnesses and
the trainers' ability; procuring fund, facilities and welfare for the
expertnesses, the trainers and trainees; designing permanent system

of Klong-Seng curriculum in schools.

The transference and heirloom of |-Sarn local culture,
Klong-Seng,tomtom competition in students' opinion was at low level.

When considered the percentage of studying was found that
students had less study was found that high percentage of students

wanted to take part of Klong-Seng both performing and developing.
In addition they wanted the expertnesses and the trainers extend the

fascinating art of performing Klong-Seng to them.
