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The purpose of this research was to study infcrmation perception on the Official Information Act, B.E.
2540 of Mahasarakham people. The sample, consisting of 425 Mahasarakham people, was obtained
by multi-stage random sampling technique. The instrument for coliecting data was a check iist

questionnaire. The results of the study were as follow:

Most people in the sample (70.12%) did not know anything about their official information perception
rights. And 68.18% of the sample did not know what information was. About the sample who knew
about the rights to information, they perceived the rights from television, radio, official announcement
and newspaper. Moreover, most of the sample (82.82%) had never asked government organizations

to make the official information available in public. The sample believed information perception on
the Official Information Act had probiems; it was not easy to access official information ; and the

sample did not know where to get the information.
