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ABSTRACT

This research “The Study of Carrying Capacity for Community Based Tourism
Management, Baan Mae Kampong, Mae-On District, Chiang Mai has the objectives of this
research were to: (1) assess the potential of community and tourism impact within
physical, environment, social and culture, and the health assessment, and (2) explore the
tourism area based management within host community and stakeholders in relation to
the Carrying Capacity for community based tourism management.

The scope of research study has limited to the community based tourism at
Baan Mae Kampong, Mae-On District, Chiang Mai. The research study use the mixed
method both quantitative and qualitative research method. The research tools used to
collect data were questionnaire (opinion survey) through tourist’s satisfaction toward the
perception perceived from the community tourism, and tour operator’s opinion survey
within community and from outside community. And also collected the opinion survey of
psychological and healthy assessment through the member of Home stay group.

A sample of tourists was drawn using as accidental sampling from the sampling
frame. Evaluation data were obtained from both Thai and International tourists of the
chosen.

The results indicated that: the physical environment aspect was not found the
negative impact and the community had ability to manage; the ecological environment
aspect for waste & garbage management: the community has an awareness within home
and public area, and developed the system and mechanism for self-management towards
the water quality within community and also had done the continuous survey checklist;
the social and culture aspect has done the cultural awareness and local wisdom
refinement through the authentic cooking for tourist’s by using local ingredients within
community. The economical aspect was not found the negative impact and the
community has done well management. The psychological and health aspects have
studied the tourists ‘satisfaction level and opinion survey. And also the study found that
the community’s psychological and health aspect has minor changed through their way of
life; the member of Home stay community had minor impact in relation to high season
but were not affected within low season or normal period.

The conclusion and recommendation: the community had well implementation
ptan on Carrying Capacity for Community Based Tourism management; as of physical
environment aspect: the management of overnight’s tourists within community not exceed
than the maximum number (the limit of accepted change) as of well prepared on area
management and also provided the tourist’s activities and participation at appropriate
level. This study also mentioned that high tourism season effecting to tourists who visited
to the community excursion or educational trip (one day program) and including
overnight’s tourists who stayed in the community at the same period; has affected through

the high consumption level of tourism resources in the community. The community could
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not manage well as of the ereater number of tourists per time that exceed than their
expectation.

Therefore, the community needs to manage both of tourists’ type not exceed
than their carrying capacity as of pre-booking or advance reservation management system
and rejection system for their community carrying capacity in appropriate manner.

The community needs to have the implementation plan for the system and
mechanism by monitoring based on the physical environment aspect, surrounding aspect,
social and culture aspect, and heath and psychological aspect. The community’s way of
life will not affected by tourism impact in relation to the carrying capacity on Community
Based Management and will not exceed than the community’s carrying capacity
management.
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
