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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to study administration based on
good governance of school administrators; (2) to study teachers’ commitment toward
schools; (3) to study the relationship between administration based on good
governance and teachers’ commitment in schools under the Secondary Education
Service Area Office 3.

The sample consisted of 341 teachers in schools under the Secondary
Education Service Area Office 3, all of whom were obtained by stratified random
sampling. The employed research instrument was a rating scale questionnaire dealing
with teachers’ opinions about administration based on Good Governance of school
administrators and teachers’ commitment toward school, with reliability coefficients
of 0.97 and 0.87, respectively. Statistics employed for data analysis were the
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s product-moment
correlation.

The research findings were as follows: (1) the overall and all aspects of
administration based on good governance of school administrators, as perceived by
teachers were at the high level, and could be ranked in order as follows: the legal
principle, the morality principle, the responsibility principle, the cost-effectiveness
principle, the participation principle, and the transparency principle, respectively;

(2) the overall and all aspects of teachers’ commitment toward schools under the
Secondary Education Service Area Office 3 were at the high level, and could be
ranked in order as follows: the affective commitment, the normative commitment and
the continuance commitment, respectively; and (3) the relationship between
administration based on good governance of school administrators and teachers’
commitment toward schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 3
was positive and at the high level, which was statistically significant at the .01 level.
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
