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This thesis intends to study and analyze the concept of review of constitutionality of coun
judgment by constitutional court. The author studies the concept of review of constitutionality of court
judgment by the Federal Constitutional Court of Germany, function of the Constitutional Court of the
Kingdom of Thailand under the provisions of the constitution and protection of rights and freedom of the
people pursuant to the present Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand by the court of justice, in order to
analyze the application of the system of review of constitutionality of court judgment by constitutionai court

in Thailand.

After the study, the author finds out that “constitutional complaint”, provided in the Basic Law for
the Federal Republic of Germany, is a crucial mechanism for the Federal Constitutional Court of Germany
to review the constitutionality of other court's judgment. The author is of the opinion that function of the
Constitutional Court of the Kingdom of Thailand has so many problems that should be solved e.g.
constitutional count procedure, standard of constitutional court’s decision, independence of the
constitutional court and constitutionality of constitutional court's own decision etc. Furthermore, the
procedure to render a judgment by court of justice in Thailand indicates that there are many reviewing
processes before the judgment reach its finality, such as the granted right of a party to object that the law
applied to the case is contrary or oppose to the constitution, judgment review by the division of assistant
judges in high court, an action of appeal and dika against court judgment etc., which limit the possibility
of non-constitutional judgment to a very low rate. The author employs such information from the study to
analyze the possibility and necessity of applying review of constitutionality of court judgment by

constitutional court in Thailand.
