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The purpose of this thesis is to study the concept and principle of the law involving the
prevention and elimination of financial support for terrorism. The reason for this idea is that there
are no laws as vet in Thailand that deal with the ways and means of providing financial support for
terronsts.  As a result, it is impossible for those who are responsible for the prevention and
elimination of such crime to do their duties effectively. In addition, this thesis studies the
international practices, especially those of the USA and Australia, in combating such financial
supbon for terrorists.

According to the mseérch, it found that the current terrorism is operating on an international

scale and terrorist acts are now far more violent, causing increasingly greater harm to people and
more serious damage to properties all over the world. The existing legal procedures, whether they
be the Criminal Code, whether they be the Money Laundering Control Act B.E. 2542 updated and
amended in compliance with the UN Security Council resolution 1373 mandating that all the
member countries amend their own laws with a view to ending the practice of giving support to
terronists, or whether they be Thailand's own laws dealing with such criminal activities, do not
empower the officials 10 seize or confiscate those financial means used in support of terrorism or
acquired through terrorist acts, which may come from both lega! and illegal sources. The
responsibilities of those officials concerned in this matter are to search for and find evidence of
monetarv transactions involving terrorist organizatiows and to bring the culprits to justice. Tue other
finding is that lack of cooperation, both with intemational and local organizations, adding to the
difficulty of prevention and elimination of the problems in Thailand.

With reference to the above-mentioned facts, the researcher thinks that Mmm in the
laws are urgently needed to extend the legal power so that it is properly equipped to deal effectively
with all the activities aimed at giving financial aids to terrorism, that measures should be found and
government agencies set up to co-ordinate both international and local cooperation, thereby

enabling Thailand to achieve its goals in successfully preventing and eliminating terrorism.
