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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the pronunciation of final sound of level - 1
Pga K’nyau students at Bann Khun Mae Nai both before and after being taught through the
linguistics activities. The target group was 30 students in Primary 1 — 3 in the academic year
2007. The tools used in the research were; 1) The lesson plans practicing four final sounds
through linguistic activities. Each plan included 5 training activities. Each activity took 60
minutes and had the following steps. Firstly, students exercised their tongues and lips for 5
minutes. After that, they practiced listening and identifying sounds for 25 minutes. In the
last 30 minutes, students practiced pronouncing the final sounds. 2) Pronunciation test on
final sounds used before and after the experiment was divided into 3 parts. The first part was
the test on pronouncing words. The second part was the phrase pronunciation test. The last
was the test on sentence pronunciation. Then the data was analyzed using mean, standard
deviation and T-score.

The findings of this study were as follows:

After the students were taught through the linguistic activities, the mean of the score

was higher than the one shown before the experiment at the significance level .01.
