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The objectives of the research “Along the Kwai Noi River as Royal Visit of King
Rama V, Kanchanaburi” were to find the new route of tourism by following the way of the
royal visit to Sai Yok waterfall of King Rama V, to find the participation of community for
tourism management, to connect the river tourism and local tourism and surrounding by
collecting the data both participated-observation and non-participated-observation, in-depth
interview and talk with community’s head religion’s head and tourism’s governor.

The results of this study found that there are 23 points where King Rama V had visited
and stayed overnight during on the way of the royal visit to Sai Yok waterfall, there are 3 points
where cannot find royal visited point, there are 5 points where are the tourism destination; Khao
Poon temple, Muang Sing Historical Park, Krasae cave, Lawa cave and Sai Yok Yai waterfall.
Beside this, there are 4 points where can develop to be new tourism destination; Kang Sarawat,
Pu thong Chang, Naree Kinnon cave and Pee Yai cave (changed to Pa suk cave). Refer to 1,376
local persons who answered the question was found that only 25.44 % or 350 persons know that
King Rama V had visited.

97.75 % of local people said that the place where King Rama V had viéited should
improve to tourism destination and should to develop infrastructure for supporting tourists.
However, 42.29% of local people think that govemment should manage this new tourism
destination and there are only 18.36% of people think that the participation of community is

necessary.
