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This study is to analyze direct private cost of student at Suratthani Rajabhat University

in 2008.

‘The matters of this study are to educate the factors effect on, to examine and to

compare direct private cost of students. Three hundred and eighty of bachelor students

in year 2008 are used as a resource of primary data. The methods in the research are

multi-stage sampling, compare the average, percent, t-test and one way ANOVA.

Consequences of the analysis shows:

1.

To educate the factors effect on direct private cost has found a number of
female students are Fnore than male students.  Student in Faculty of
Management Science is the most. Also, most of students are original from
Suratthani. They are in private resident during their study and go to study by
motorcycle. - Besides, their parents’ occupation is farmer and parents’ average
income is lower than 10,000 Baht per month. Mainly, students do not take both
education and loan fund, include, do not have their own income. In addition,
students get 2,001-4,000 baht per month for an expense from their parents.

To examine and to compare direct private cost of students has illustrated that
male student has higher direct private cost than female student. Most

expensive resident is rental house and there is no significant difference.

Student in Faculty of Management Science has high average direct private cost.
Student, who has high direct private cost, is from Krabi. More to the point,
student has father works in a private company, mother works in a state
enterprise, and an average of father income at 40, 001 Baht has high direct

private cost and it is significant difference at .05.

For travelling to school by car and an average of mother income during 30,001-

40,000 Baht has high direct private cost with a significant difference at .01.

Confidential student data has found that the one, who support themselves,
shows higher direct private cost than the student, who do not. Further, the
student has an extra income, points at higher direct private cost than the

student, who does not have. Anyway, the student, who did not take loan fund,
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has higher direct private cost than the one, who took a loan fund and no
significant difference. The student, who receive 12,001 Baht and up regular

salary has the highest direct private cost and has a significant difference at .01.

Most of student opinions to the university and faculty’s fund in the areas of fund
and fund service are unsure level. However, there is a level of agreement in a
part of fund, other income and loan fund resources, which university has set for

them.
