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The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop the Basic Technique of the
French Pronunciation Exercises for Supplement French Reading Skill of the students
as beginners who took the first course of French 1 in the Tourist Industry Program, the
Faculty of the International School in the Suratthani Rajabhat University. 2) to
determine the efficiency of the Basic Technique of the French Pronunciation Exercises
for Supplement French Reading based on 70/70 standard. 3) to compare the students’
learning achievement between pre-test and post test made on the Basic Technique of
the French Pronunciation Exercises for Supplement French Reading Skill. 4) to study
students’ problems in French pronunciation. And 5) to study students satisfaction by
five level rating scale questionnaires.

The sample used in this study was thirty daytime students as beginners who
had taken the first course of French 1, registered in the first semester in 2008 of the

Tourist Industry Program of the Faculty of the International School in Suratthani
Rajabhat University, Changwat Suratthani. The Basic Technique of the French
Pronunciation Exercises for Supplement French Reading Skill was constructed,
but before it was applied in the teaching process, the researcher had them taken
a pre-test. And again, after the teaching finished, a post-test was organized for all
these students. The data resulted from the process: pre-test, teaching post test and
questionnaires, was bought into analysis, applying the percentage, mean, mean
percentage and t-test, using the SPSS program.

The result revealed that the Basic Technique of the French Pronurciation
Exercises for Supplement French Reading Skill reached the efficiency of 81.77/71.50
This meant that both of two parts were higher than the purpose at 70/70 standard. The
significant difference between the pre-test and the post test at p<.01, indicating that
the Basic Technique of the French Pronunciation Exercises built could be employed
effectively and had made students develop in French reading. According to the result
of the test, the questionnaire and researcher’s remarks, revealed that some of students
have had only problems in French pronunciation by different pronunciation of their
native language. And also, the result of the questionnaire revealed that students’
opinions were highly, ranged from good to excellent more than 80%, indicating that

they were satisfied and have had good attitude with the teaching process.
