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Research Buddhist’s Sculpture: Case Study Boundary Markers Red Sandstone in
' Phunphin District Suratthani Province.

This research aimed to study boundary markers red sandstone in Phuphin district
Suratthani province. The studied data were boundary markers red sandstone in Phunphin about 5
temples. This was collected from the temples that had boundary markers red sandstone by
observations, interviews, photographs and drawing, the boundary markers red sandstone to
analyze about form and design. 4

The results illustrated that: the boundary markers red sandstone in Chaiya got variety of
form and design. For the big side of the boundary markers red sandstone got 42 centimeters
width, 78 centimeters height, 17 centimeters thickness and the small side got 29 centimeters
width, 57 centimeters height, 9 centimeters thickness. There were leaf-like plates, sharp on top,
concave waist and gentle looking. Its characteristics were consisted of chest, waist, breast,
stomach, and its base which were popular in Ayutthaya period. And at the same time, it was
found that Wat Khaopra-arnon there was a special form that there was no composition and design
which was found in Ayutthaya, Sukhothai and the beginning of Ayutthaya. This embodied the
simplicity of the monks that aimed to Nirvana. They brought out the life commitment. Thus their
boundary markers red sandstone had no patterns on its. There were single boundary markers stone
and double ones to be install. The patterns of boundary markers stone consisted of Thai painting
as the following: Thai design, a design used in carving, Prajamyam pattern, lotus pattern, lion-calf
pattern, lion-face pattern, and lion shaped pedestal, candidate for the Buddhist priesthood head
pattern, side by side pattern, and flower pattern. This was designed and made in different shape
according to the need in at the end of Ayutthaya period.

The form and pattern of the bouna;ry markers red sandstone had the variety on the side,
characteristic, installation and pattern. They reflected the ideas, freedom and beautiful loving
things of people. Thus this shown out and embodied the civilization and peace of the society

under doctrine of Buddhism.
