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This study aimed at developing a module for parents to learn about the whole

language approach to better enhance their early childnood children’s habit of reading.

Parents’ ability to support their children’s learning habit prior to their using of the module

was compared to the ability after the module was used. Reading habit of their children

was measured. Fifteen children aged between five and six and their fifteen parents

volunteered in this experiment. The tools employed in this study were 1) a learning

module about the whole language approach for parents to enhance children’s reading

habit, 2) a questionnaire measuring parents’ learning to support their children’s reading

habit, 3) an observation technique, and 4) data analysis techniques using mean (X),

standard deviation, t-test, and Wilcoxon Match-Paris Signed-Rank test.

The results of this study are

1)

Development of a module for parents to learn about the whole language
approach to promote early childhood children’s reading habit consisting eight
learning sets with five activities in each set. The content of each set includes
the importance of children’s development and promotion of early childhood
children’s habit of reading, parent roles and the activities to enhance children’s
reading habit in everyday life, a way to record the results of each activity.
Materials such as a storybook, a notebook, pencils, an eraser, color papers,
crayon, and a ruler, etc are provided with the set.

The evaluation of the module, which are 1) after studying the module, parents’
knowledge and understanding of how to enhance their children’s reading habit
increased significantly (statistical significance of 0.01), and 2) the early
childhood children’s habit of learning was better developed at a higher rate after

their parents had studied the module (statistical significance of 0.01).
