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In this thesis, the researcher investigates socialization in its bearing on
the public consciousness on the part of Dusit Thani College students.

In addition, the researcher is concerned to isolate good predictors
allowing for forecasting public consciousness (y) on the part of the students
under study. Variables used as pertaining to socialization consisted of
socialization in the family (X,); socialization at school (X,); socialization
through peer groups (X,); and socialization through the mass media (X,).

The research population consisted of 2,235 undergraduate students at
Dusit Thani College enrolled in the academic year 2010. Using the stratified
random sampling method by reference to the yearly proportion of undergraduates
enrolled, the researcher selected a sample population of 400 undergraduates

each year on the basis of an ancillary extrapolation from Taro Yamane’s table
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at the reliability level of 95 percent as an application of the simple random
sampling technique.

The instruments of research consisted of a questionnaire couched at the
reliability level of 0.91 to measure socialization in relation to public
consciousness. The components of this questionnaire involved socialization
in the family; socialization at school; socialization in peer groups; and
socialization through the mass media. In addition, the researcher utilized a
questionnaire couched at the reliability level of 0.90 to measure levels of
public consciousness.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of mean (X) and standard deviation (SD). Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient technique was also used. Using
multiple regression analysis and stepwise selection, the researcher framed
appropriate predictive equations.

Findings are as follows:

1. In investigating the socialization of the students under study, the
researcher found that socialization in the family (X,) and student public
consciousness (y) exhibited the highest correlation coefficient at 0 .668. Next,
in descending order, was socialization through the mass media (X,) and
student public consciousness (y), which displayed a correlation coefficient of
0.660. Next was socialization through peer groups (X,) and student public
consciousness (y), which evinced a correlation coefficient of 0.548. Lastly,

socialization at school (X,) and student public consciousness () manifested a

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correlation coefficient of 0.285. All of these correlations were at the statistically
significant level of .01.

2. Socialization in the family (X,), socialization through mass media
(X,), and socialization at school (X,) can be used as predictor variables for
student public consciousness. Accordingly, these three variables allow for the
framing of a predictive equation for student public consciousness in raw score
(Y") and standard score (Z',) forms, respectively, as follows:

The raw score regression equation is given immediately below:

Y'=0.624 + 0.376 (X)) + 0.320 (X,) + 0.149 (X,)

The standard score regression equation is given immediately below:

Z',=0387 Z,, +0.361 Z,, +0.129 Z,,
