(d) Develop economic incentives, where appropriate, to apply clean
technologies and other means consistent with the internalization of environmental costs,
such as the polluter pays principle, so as to avoid degradation of the marine
environment;

(e) Improve the living standards of coastal populations, particularly in
developing countries, so as to contribute to reducing the degradation of the coastal and
marine environment.

3.1 collaborate in assessments of the state of the marine environment;
and

3.2 co-operate with competent international organizations concerned
with the prevention and control of pollution.
