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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research on Correction Results of the Juvenile Delinquency
According to the Restorative Justice Concept: A Case Study of the Chiang Mai Juvenile and
Family Provincial Court are as follows:

1) To survey the attitude of the concerned parties about the basic principles of
retributive justice and restorative justice.

2) To analyze the approaches to correcting child and juvenile offender specifically
the needs and participation of the affected persons, community and the offenders.

3) To analyze the level of success in pursuing the new paradigm on restorative justice
of the Chiang Mai Juvenile and Family Court.

4) To survey the problems and obstacles of the implementation restorative justice
project in order to protecting, correcting and rehabilitating the child and juvenile offenders of the
Chiang Mai Juvenile and Family Court.

The research is based on qualitative one. The samples are composed of 24 samples,
namely, Judges, associate judges, joint professionals and the child and juvenile’s parents. The
research is conducted by interviewing and noticing by the researcher.

The data analysis is based on the concept and theory of child and juvenile offence and
straightforward correction which is more sustainable by means of restorative justice. The

outcomes of the study are as follows;



When asked what is the better way to resolve the child and juvenile’ offenses, most of
the samples except for the psychologists have positive thinking to restorative justice rather than
retributive one. It is recommended that we should adapt the restorative justice method.

As for the needs and participation, the samples agree that apart from the offenders it is
better to know the need of the affected persons and community in term of integration of
restorative justice method. Not only the offenders to be corrected but also the affected persons
to be rehabilitated under the surveillance of community.

As for the level of success, most of the samples are satisfied with the restorative
justice. It can reduce the number of repeated offenders. The child and juvenile’s parents say that
the child and juvenile is better treated and the parents understand more from the method.

As for the problems and obstacles of the implementation of restorative justice project,
the most serious ones are the lack of support from the high level administration and the budget. It
is suggested to hold seminars to give them more information. The network and participation of

families are slow growing because of the budget insufficiency.
