This qualitative research method aims to 1) study the pattern of
power relation between married couples 2) women's perception on their
reproductive right 3) married couples’ perception on male involvement in
family planning and domestic work  4) barrier for male involvement in planning
5) health staff perception on their roles in implementing reproductive health
and right policy. '

It was found that men usually exercise dominant power over women
in term of decision making in family planning. Men piayed passive role when
their wives asked them for their advice regarding contraceptive method. The
researcher found out that there was no male involvement in any aspect of
family planning of their family.

Barriers prohibited men to be responsible in using family plan method
were 1) men's negative belief on male conceptive methods 2) not enough
knowledge on male and female contraceptive method and side effects arising
from female contraceptive method, i.e men misunderstood that male contra-
ceptive method was only male sterilization 3) both men and women carried
the belief that using family planing is the women’s role, 4) men followed
patriarchal ideology and feared of loosing their masculinity. Factors promoted
male involvement in family planning were 1) the complete knowledge about
family planning, 2) the availability of family planning method for men 3) the
degree sympathy that men had toward their wives.

For health personnel who worked for contraceptive services, they
followed Population Policy rather than implementing reproductive health right
policy. They did not provide complete information regarding types and positive
negative aspects of contraceptive methods. They tended to make decision
for their clients.
