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This thesis focuses its study on amendments and remedies for erroneous and
unfawful judgments which have been rendered at thei( finality and cannot be redressed by
way of appeal or by any other existing means.

The study found that there are various measures for correction of errors in a final
judgment provided in the Civil Procedure Code, e.g. correction of minor mistakes or errors
(Section 143), conflicting judgments or orders (Section 146), setting aside undue court
proceedings (Section 27), interpleading during execution process (Section 57). However,
these measures can relieve the effect of mistakes in the final judgments only to a limited
extent. There still exist various issues that will still be binding upon the parties or third
persons without proper solution. For example, presence of new evidence, revealed falseness
of used evidence, revealed dishonesty of related parties, and factual determination in a civil
case without due consideration of facts as found in the related criminal case, etc.

Thailand still needs some new legal amendments to provide other measures to
correct such emoneous final judgments. Therefore, research result proves the hypothesis
that “the current Thai Civil Procedure Code's provisions provides inadequate measures to
saféguard undesirable consequences arisen from erroneous or unlawful judgments or to
retrial the case, and that it is appropriate to revise the current laws or enact new ones in
order to lessen the negative impacts incurred from improper judgments”. And thus it is
proper to amend the Civil Procedure Code to allow the process for correction of final

judgments, as suggested in detail by the writer in this thesis.
