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This study originally came from the observation of a phenomenon whereby
the small vendors of government lottery tickets were unjustly taken advantage of and
where the buyers, on the other hand, were forced to buy the tickets at exorbitant price.
The objectives of the study were: 1) to analyze the structure of ticket allocation and its
impactsuponthebuyersandthesmallvendorsand,2)toﬁndequitablewaysfor
ticket allocation. This study adopted the qualitative approach and utilized two
research tools; the investigation of existing literature and in-depth interviews. The
imterviews were conducted with politicians, the executives of the government lottery
orgarﬁntion,majmdistn’hﬁoninﬂngovmm&andinthepﬁvateseaor,ﬁmndd
backers, charitable organizations, and small vendors in total of 25 persons.
Additionally, a total of 249 small vendors were examined quantitatively.

Theﬁndingrevealedthatthepmentpowerstmcmnoftheﬁcketanoaﬁons
created unfavorsble conditions conducive to grafts. Politicians appeared to have
firmly established certain types of powerful client-patron relationships with the board
membersmdtheexewﬁmofthegovunmemlotwyorgaﬁuﬁon,mdthemajor
distributors, igno:ingtheintemstsofthesmallvendorsandthebuyers.Theboard
members and the executives of the lottery organization also neglected to take
necessary actions to ensure that the tickets’ price on the market was reasonable for the
buyersandsmallvmdors.Asarmlt,thesepeoplewerefomdtopaymortiomte
prices for the tickets.

It was also found out that this trouble condition weakened right-based
organizations of people with disabilities and other charitable organizations. In
addiﬁommostofthemmﬂvendmmadeaday—to—dayﬁvhg,workinginmumafe
environment without welfare and life security, whereas the operation of the lottery
organization appeared to be more gambling-oriented.

From overall examination, it was recommended that a new method of the
ticket distribution should be made to prevent the major distributors from fixing the
markei price of the fickels. Secondly, the tickets should be allotted to more small
vendurs. Thirdly, assemblies of smail vendors as legal persons should be promoted.
Foun!;meﬁ'ectivemeasureandpunishmansholddbedaﬁysetifmpﬁced
tickets are found on the market. Fifth, the structure of the lottery board should be re-
determined to preventthemunbetsﬁomtaldngadvantagaoftheallowionsmd
fromthepubﬁcﬁmdobtainingﬁomﬂlerevenueofthelouay.de,ﬂleomﬂ
revenue from the ticket sales should be set aside for the fund for social welfare
promotion and the rehabilitation fund for people with disabilities. Also, the welfare
schemes for small vendors should be made. To achieve all these results, an
amendment of the Lottery Act (1974) should be properly made.
