In 2003, the Government introduced a policy to support low-income earners who are self-
employed or empioyees with regular income to have a house of their own. The Government Housing Bank
was assigned to carry out the GHB home for Thai people project. As a result, there were 21,111 applications
for loans from all over the country. This research aims to evaluate the project, in accordance with the
Government’s policy to promote home ownership among self-employed people and employees who have
low but regular income.

The sample population in this research is those eligible people who have applied for credit and
filed legal papers to buy land and buildings or a condominium during the period between 1 April and 29
December 2003. Data was gathered from areas of study in four provinces: Bangkok, Nontaburi,
Pathumthanee, and Samutprakar. Secondary data was collected from the Government Housing Bank.
Primary data was gathered from interviews of the sample group. The size of the sample group in the study
was determined in accordance with the Yamane éampling size calculation, with reliability of 95%. The
random sampling was carried out on the basis of the province area and the purpose of credit application.
This resulted in 378 samples.

The main research findings are as follows. Among the applications for credit and legal process
between 1 April and 29 December 2003, 79.1% were approved, compared to 63.7% of those applications
submitted in 2002 (January-December). The increase in the number of approved applications was due to
the bank’s more flexible credit approval conditions. The loan amount was as high as 110%, and the loan
period could be as long as 30 years. The research also finds that 93.2% of the applications was for own
accommodation. 71.3% of the accommodation to be purchased with the approved loan was for townhouses
with a functional area of 61-90 square meters.

The research results should be useful for the Government Housing Bank to use as guidelines in
improving the bank’s credit application approval process in the future so that it is suitable and realistic. In
addition, agencies concerned both in the private and government sectors can use the research results in
looking for measures to further promote and facilitate home ownership among low-income earners who are

self-employed or employees with regular income.
