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The main focus of this study of Michel Foucault’s methodologies aims to reveal the

relation of power and knowledge on moderm Human Rights philosophy. The study found that

power has played effective roles in constituting and conditioning the meaning possibility of

Human Rights at least in 3 following ways.

1.

piecemeal fashioned a discontinuous a history of political and citizen’s rights
into an authorized knowledge by passing some sort of authorized test or finding
some rational and foundational justification from natural rights theory and
human dignity thought.

categorized and validated some sorts of human rights in order to make this kind
of knowledge a monopolize regime without any legitimate opposition. The study
illustrated an struggles of power between political and economic rights
supporters and indicated some criterions which have been used for categorize
real rights from unreal one, such as universality, practicability and paramount
importance.

liberating subjugated knowledge and constituting them to function as counter-
dominant discourse. The case study of community rights and new social
movements against capitalism were picked up to exemplify the trend of power

which currently showed out as liberating suppressed knowledge procession.
