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The objectives of the project were 1.To study the pattern and trend of a fundamental monetary
network management concentrating social participation and 2.To construct a learning process and
administrative system which contributed to local fundamental monetary development complying with
the practice of his majesty the king Sufficient Economics Philosophy in an aspect of self reliance
‘reliability support in order to solve poverty problem

The data collecting instruments used in this research were group meeting, questionnaires, field
surveys, intensive interviews were administered to a total of 97 examples consisting of local monetary
group leaders and administrators out of 120 people of Tambol Nongbuanoi, Amphur Sikew,
Nakhon Ratchasima using descriptive statistics which were frequency, average and percentage for the
data analysis,

The findings of the first objective showed the strong point of the monetary group that both
leaders and members were ready for an internal monetary disciplined and able to set standards of share
pricing. Furthermore; they realized about the importance‘ of both career investment and social
hospitality; and solidality. The weak pointé were few internal capital and the lack of monetary
knowledge about production, interest raring, benefit sharing, interest rating and creating monetary
network. Moreover; some members were in complicated debt. Although the groups, which were quite
unique were supported and promoted by both the government function and local educational institutes,
The lack of concrete central government monetary support regulations and the scattered local monetary
institutes were their obstacles.

The findings of network pattern surveys administered to ninety four examples stated that ninety
five perbent of them agreed that should set up an official fundamental monetary network consisting of
all internal monetary functions of Tambol Nongbuanoi, Amphur Sikew, Nakhon Ratchasima who
would then set up not only official administration and oréani’zation structure, various position such as
the president, the vice president, a secretary a cashier and others including their precise roles and job

description, but also the administrative, monetary and personal management plans accordingly.
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Nevertheless, the trend of local fundamental monetary network management concentrating on
social participation in an aspect of production, marketing management administration and personal
monetary network had already been set up. |

According to the second objective, operational meetings, the three formula (sufficient
economics philosophy, leadership and group monetary system management) theorical seminars,
operational field studies buzz group learning and relationship camp were administered to the examples.
Those activities were applied from sufficient economics philosophy mentioning three circles;
sufficiency, cause and effects and self protection and two conditions; knowledge and ethics.

The findings of the mentioned activities stated that the examples were most satisfied with the
activities which were the seminars (;=4.2833 and S.D.=0.1444), the operational field studies

(; =4.4394 and S.D.=0.2614) , and the relationship camp (;‘—“4.3393 and S.D.= 0.1924).
