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ABSTRACT

This Research is a qualitative thesis which purposes of this study were to understand the
dialectic appeared in the Milindapafihd, and realize in the value to be applied for further
utilization. The findings were as followes :

The dialectic appeared in the Milindapafibd was specifically Eastern dialectic, that is to
say; It was implementation for discussion or debate being thinking process leading to clearly
realization in 1imitati(;n of reason. It has been used for debate against others’ ideas being negative
or confuting to show positive point of the presenter. What it was expected was to find out
conclusion or target which was the truth to have it be realized in the truth, there were 4 steps of
model or process as follows :

1. Positive Thesis-Argument

2. Negative Counter-Thesis-Argument

3. Conjunctive Affirmation of the First Two-Argument

4, Disjunctive Denial of the First Two-Argument

Apart from this it was found that the answer \of Phra Néagasena had been mainly
emphasized on the truth which the Eastern logic was considered as the best persuading, therefore
the dialectic in Milindapafihd was the process to seek for knowledge and deductive truth, that is, it
was reasonable interrogation to find out conclusion being able to realize the truth while for
various types of doctrine to be asked-answered to one other, the Theravada Buddhist philosophy. '
was accepted to be truth or truth principle, therefore for the conclusion or target of question-
answer, It had already been scheduled in advance by Phra Négasena, but the dialectic process
being used as the important tool in explanation of the truth in Buddhism to have King Manander
clearly realize and start in operation proved by himself.

So, the dialectic in Milindapafihda had been appeared into 2 categories of valuation as
follows : 1) It was the process to present the truth principle linking the result of operation to have
the operator understand that he had implemented it correctly. 2) It was the protective tool for
Buddhism, as for the problem debate or philosophical dispute, and at the same time it was the tool

for dissemination of the Lord Buddha’s doctrine being noble truth (Ariya Sacca) to be widened.
