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In this thesis, the researcher investigates the implementation of drug
prevention and suppression policy in the form of a case study of Klongprem
Central Prison.

In carrying out this investigation, the researcher adopted a qualitative
method through employing documentary research, conducting interviews and
utilizing observation techniques.

Findings are as follows:

1. Important issues concerning the implementation of the drug
prevention and suppression policy at Klongprem Central Prison involved

the following aspects: the competency of the prison officers; outsiders making

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contact with the prison inmates; inmates; mobile phones; laws and related
regulations; news; and the social, economic, and political environments.

2. In regard to the prison under study, guidelines to be used in solving
problems and improving the drug prevention and suppression policy are as
follows:

The number of prison officers should be increased. The potentialities
of prison officers should be actualized through continuous training in drug
prevention and suppression. Investigations should be conducted of the assets
of prison officers at the administrative level.

Increased procurement of modern equipment and technology used
in operations should be effected. Additional budget should be allocated to the
prison. An agency should be established to work in drug prevention and
suppression at the prison. The high-security area should be improved so as to
augment security. Dogs from thev Department of Corrections should be used
in the prison. The numbers of prisoners held should be decreased until
an optimum number is reached. Those imprisoned for drug violations should
be separated from those who have been imprisoned for other kinds of
violations of the law.

Mobile phone signals should be blocked throughout the prison.
Strictness in searches should be heightened and varied cycles of the frequency
in which unexpected searches are conducted should be instituted.

Additionally, unexpected searches should be conducted by personnel from

the Department of Corrections.

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Laws pertinent to prison drug prevention and suppression should be
amended. All prison officers should be given the opportunity to participate in
intensive training in how to obtain information through surveillance of drug
networks in a manner appropriate to the current situation. All officers should
be encouraged to have the opportunity to be trained in techniques of getting
information and observing drug networks in prison in a constant, intensive

and appropriate manner in the current situations.
