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The purpose of this research was to compare the self-efficacy between carly and late
adolescents with internal and external locus of control. The subjects in this research were early
adolescents in secondary school aged 13-15 years and late adolescents in the universities aged 18-
21 years in Bangkok. Each group, the early and late adolescents, were divided into two groups;
200 students with internal locus of control and 200 students \;vith external locus of control. Two
tests were used in this study Nowicki-Strickland Internal-External Scale and General Self-

Efficacy Scale.Two-way Analysis of Variance was used for statistical analysis.

The results are as follow

1. Adolescents with internal locus of control (M = 31.71, SD = 3.28) show significantly
higher scores in self efficacy than adolescents with external locus of control.
(M =25.69, SD=3.48) (F (| 145)= 656.291, p <.001)

2. Late adolescents(M = 29.77, SD = 3.34) have significantly higher scores in self-

efficacy than early adolescents.(M =27.71, SD = 3.22) (F ; 7= 69.808, p < .001)
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
