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This study was a quasi-experimental research. The purposes of this study were (1) to study
Thai language achievement of Mathayom Suksa Two students taught by using storyline method (2) to
compare Thai language achievement of Mathayom Suksa Two students between the groups learning by
using storyline method and conventional teaching method. (3) to study attitude towards instruction of
the students learning by using storyline method. The sample were Mathayom Suksa Two students of
Chonburi Sukkhabot School under the Jurisdiction of Chonburi Educational Service Area Office Zone
One. The sample was divided into two groups : an experimental group with forty-seven students
learning by using storyline method. : a control group with forty-seven students learning by using

conventional teaching method. There were two sets of lesson plans : eight daily lesson plans for -~

storyline instruction method and eight daily lesson plans for conventional teaching method.
There were two sets of : 1) a Thai language achievement test which the reliability of the test was 0.85,
the difficulty levels were 0.28 - 0.78, and the discriminative levels were 0.29 - 0.72. 2) the attitude
towards instruction inventory including the interview form. The collected data were analyzed by

arithmetic means, standard deviation, t-test, percentage and content analysis.

The research finding were summarized as follows :

1. The average score of post Thai language achievement test of Mathayom Suksa Two
students was higher than pre-achievement test at the .05 level of significance.

2. The Thai language achievement score of Mathayom Suksa Two students learning by
using storyline method was higher than those learning by using conventional teaching method at
the .05 level of significance.

3. The attitude towards instruction of the students learning by using storyline method was

very positive at the high level.
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
