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- The research objective was to study the Critical Reading Achievemcﬁt in English using
short stories of Pratom Suksa VI students.
| The target group is twenty Pratom Suksa VI students in the second semester of 2007
academic year from Ban Nongkungnontan School under the office of Khon’ Kaen Education
Service Area, Zone 3.

The research instruments were classified into two different types. The first type is the 18
critical reading lesson plans and the second type was English critical reading tests. The data were
analyzed by means of finding percentage and arithmetic mean. ..

The findings revealed that after the experiment, the average score from the whole
students was 70 percent of them was able to pass the expected requirement, and 30 percent of

them had the lower score than expected point.
