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This research was single-subject experimental design Research. The objective of this research

was to study the results of teaching English following the idea of Alban-Metealfe to enhance attention

~of ADHD children. The target group of this study were 5 students with ADHD. They were the s

grade students in the second semester of academic year 2009, Kumnongkoo School, Khonkaen
Province. '

The instruments used for data collection included the standardized test of Conners’Teacher
Rating Scale, English lesson plan following the idea of Alban-Metealfe and the study behaviors
teaching rating scale in listening, answering question, handling in assignments and group working
behavior. The data were analyzed using frequencies, and percentages and presented in tables and
graphs with descriptive explanation.

The rescarch has found. Activities teaching English to the idea of the Alban-Metcalfe can
increase attention to the study of ADHD children consistent with the hypothesis set. During trails
period of teaching and leamning of English as the concept of Alban-Metealfe. ADHD children
increased and performed better compared to management plan and learning in the normal baseline and

normal term removal.
