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The objectives of this research were 1) to study concept of child-oriented from related

documents to Education Act B.E. 2542 and 2) to study practice of such instruction. The search
- implementation divided igto two phase : Phase 1 — study of concept in terms of philosophy,
theory and principle suppo;'ting such instruction in these ways : 1.1 study of related documents,
‘Thai and foreign ; 1.2 study of related documents to child-oriented instructioq of the Committee
for Education Act B.E. 2542. Phase 2 — study of practice of such instruction in Thailand’s Basic

~ Education System.

The findings :

Concept in terms of philosophy, theory and principle of such instruction which consisted
of progressivism, reconstructionism, existentialism, constructionism and Buddhist philosophy of
.education emphasized “the leamer” over the content, and the teacher’s role was to assist the
learner’s potential and interest individually.

Besides, the theory of educational psychology which supported this kind of instruction
consisted of psychologists’ learning theory in such group as behaviorism, cognitivism and
humanism.

Concept of such instruction in perspectives of the Committee for Education Act B.E.
2542 in accordance with the Act (section 4) emphasized instruction modification from the content
to the “person” so as to develop the person to become good, academically. That was “educational
management for life” or “learning for life in Thai society.” | |

About practice of such instruction in the political reform B.E. 2540, the study found that
the teacher still stuck to teacher-oriented instruction - teacher gave answer to child. Only a few
used child-oriented instruction — teacher held various learning activities for children to perform

- and take part in. Besides, administrators paid a little interest and attention to the implementation
" of these programs; children lacked enthusiasm instruction modification — they only waited for

_teachers’ fce'dihg them with the content rather than seeking it by themselves; they also lacked

thinking skill. -
