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The objectives of the study were: 1)to examine child care behaviors of attendants in
the child care centers, 2)to compare child care behaviors of the attendants classified by age,
education level marital status, child care training experiences and work duration, 3 to
determine child care knowledge, role awareness, social support from supervisors, social
support from parents and community and social support from public health officers as the
predictors of child care behaviors of the attendants. The samples were 229 attendants who
worked in child care centers under the supervision of the Public Health Region 7. They were
recruited to the study by a multistage stratified random sampling technique. Questionnaires
were developed by the researches. The data were analyzed by means of percentage, mean,
standard deviation, independent t- test, One — Way ANOVA and the stepwise multiple
regression analysis.

The results were as the following:

1y Role awareness, social support from public health officers and child care
behaviors of the attendants were at a high level. Child care knowledge, social support form
supervisors, social support form parents and community were at a moderate level.

2y Child care behaviors of the attendants as classified by age, education level ,
marital status and work duration were not different.

3) Child care behaviors of the attendants with different child care training
experiences were
significantly different at .05 level.

4, Social support from parents and community, Role awareness, and Social
support from supervisors predicted caring behaviors of the attendants at the percentage of
30.30 , with a statistical significant level of .001.
