The purposes of this reseach were :- 1) to study child-rearing experiences with love
and support, family support, role perceived as husband - wife, belief in male — female roles according
to tradition and marital quality among the marriage couple in Thambol Thungluang, Amphor
Paktho, Changwat Ratchaburi  2) To compare the marital quality as classified by family’s
status as husband — wife, age, educational level, family’s sharing time together, family
acconomic status, types of family, marriage duration and number of children. 3) To
determine husband’s child-rearing experiences with love and support, family support, role
perceived as husband - wife, belief in male — female roles according to tradition as
predictors of husband’s marital quality 4) To determine wife's child-rearing experiences with
love and support, family support, role perceived as husband - wife, belief in male — female
roles according to tradiion as predictors of wife's marital qualty 5) To determine child-rearing
experiences with love and support, family support, role perceived as husband - wife, belief
in male —~ female roles according to tradition as predictors of marital quality. Samples were
329 marriage couple in  Thambol Thungluang derived by stratified random sampling
technique - Instruments used to collect data were questionnaires constructed by the
researcher. Data were analyed for percentage, mean, standard distribution, t-test, ONE-WAY
ANOVA and Stepwise Muiltiple Rgression

The results found that :

1.Child-rearing experiences with love and support , family support, role perceived as
husband -wife, belief in male — female role according to tradition and marital quality were
prevalent at the high level

2.Thear were no statistical difference in- Marrital quality as compared among
family’s status and age, while family’s sharing time together, educational level, family’s
economic status,marriage duration and number of children were difference  statististically
significant at .05

3.Family support and role perceived as husband - wife predicted husband's marrital
quality at the percentage of 53.5 % with a statistical significant at.001

4. Family support , role perceived as husband - wife, belief in male — female role
according to tradition predicted wife’s marrital quality at the percentage of 49.2 % with a
statistical significant at.001.

5. Family support , perceived the of husband - wife, beliefed in male — female role
according to tradition and child-rearing  experiences with love and support predicted
marrital quality at the percentage of 50.9 % with a statistical significant level of .001 and
child-rearing experiences with love and support significant at .01
