The Purposes of this study were: 1) to study the level of self —esteems, future
expectation, social support from parent. teacher, and friend and study risk behavior among

student Ratchaburi technical College 2) to compare risk behavior in study among student in
Ratchaburi technical College as classified by gender, level of education, course of study, type
of accommdation, academic achievement and monthly allowance 3) to determine self-
esteem, future expectation and social support as predictors of preventive factors in study risk
behavior.Samples were 368 students of Ratchaburi technical College derived by a Stratified
Random Sampling Technigue. The instruments use to collect data were-a questionnaire
constructed by the researcher. Data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, One-Way ANOVA and the stepwise muitiple regression analysis.

The results found that :

1. Self-esteem, future expectation, social support from parent, teacher, and friend

were prevalented at the high level and risk behavior in study were at the low level.

2. Risk behavior in study as classified by gender, course of study, type of
accommgdation, and academic achievement were different statistically significant at .05 , as
classified by level of study,and monthly allowance were no statistical difference.

3. Self-esteem and future expectation predicted study risk behavior in bad study
habit at the percentage of 22.90 with statistical significance at .001.

4. Future expectation and social support from parent teacher and friend predicted
study risk behavior in the class leaving at the percentage of 6.00 with statistical significance
at .001.

5. Future expectation predicted the samples’ study risk behavior in relationship with
friends who lacked of interest in their studies at the percentage of 3.60 with statistical
significance at .001.

6. Future expectation predicted thesubjects’ study risk behavior at the percentage
of 7.80 with statistical significance at .01.
