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The objective of this research was to study the correlations among information
exposure, knowledge, attitude demographic variables and sars self prevention.
Questionnaires was used to collect the data from 400 samples. Frequency, percentage,
mean, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefﬁcient were employed for the analysis
through SPSS program.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Exposure to mass and personal media was not correlated with knowledge of .
sars. _

2. Exposure to mass and personal media was not correlated with attitude toward
sars epidemic. _ )

3. Exposure to mass and personal media was posiﬁvély correlated with sars self
prevention.

4. Knowledge of sars was negatively correlated with attitude toward sars epidemic.

5. Knowledge of sars was not correlated with sars self prevention.

6. Attitude toward sars epidemic was positively correlated with sars self prevention.

7. Information exposure, knowledge, attitude and sars self prevention correlated
with demographic.

8. Information exposure, knowledge, attitude and sars self prevention between

Bangkok and Chiang Mai residents were significantly different at p=0.05 level.
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
