The purposes of this research were 1) to study level of knowledge of performance in prevention
and relief of public disaster, self esteem, social support, team performance, and performance in prevention and
relief of public disaster among the civil defense volunteers in Municipalities in Changwat Nakhon Pathom, 2) to
compare the level of performance in prevention and relief of public disaster as classified by age, duration of
volunteer membership, educational level, family status, vocation and family’s annual income and 3) to
determine the knowledge of performance in prevention and relief of public disaster, self-esteem, social support,
team performance as predictors of performance in prevention and relief of public disaster. Samples were 251
volunteer members in Municipalities in Changwat Nakhon Pathom derived by multi — stage random sampling

technique. Instruments used to collect data were questionnaires constructed by the researcher. Data were

analysed for percentage (%), mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, One-Way ANOVA and the Stepwise

Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results found that :

1. Knowledge of performance in prevention and relief of public disaster, self-esteem, social
support, team performance, were at the high level.

2. Performance in prevention and relief of public disaster among the volunteers members as
classified by age, educational level, family status, vocation were not statistical difference, while duration of
volunteer membership was significantly different at 05

3. Team performance predicted the volunteers® performance in prevention and relief public

disaster at the percentage of 54.7, with statistical significance at.001.
