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Abstract

This study purposes to examine relevant rights with regards on abortion
and to analyse problems and obstacles in exercising the rights on abortion of pregnant
women in case health problems or disabilities of fetus.A comparative study is also
carried out between existing domestic laws and the laws of France, Germany, and the
United Kingdom in order to provide possible guidelines upon possible changes and
improvements that it could be achieved for the laws governing such matter in
Thailand.

This study employs a qualitative research method of desk study, reviewing
and examining sources and materials relating to abortion rights of the pregnant
women in case health problems or disabilities of fetus. Documents and data regarding
the particular laws of Thailand, France, Germany, and the United Kingdom are
analysed and presented in descriptive manners.

It is found that, within the Kingdom of Thailand, it is still illegal for the
pregnant women to terminate the pregnancy regardless of possible signs of perils or
malady born by the fetus. In contrast, such practice is lawful in France, Germany, and
the United Kingdom. Thus, it is proposed that changes should be made to section 305
of the Thailand Criminal Code B.E.2500 legalising and allowing the aforementioned
practice to be carried out by authorized physicians under state hospitals. It is unlawful
for the pregnant women to abort her pregnancy in case health problems or disabilities
of fetus, of which is found to be contradictory to the cases of France, Germany, and
the United Kingdom.
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
