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In this thesis, the researcher fulfills the following five objectives: (1) to
investigate the level of local development of the In Plaeng Subdistrict
Administration Organization; (2) to study the application of the sufficiency
economy philosophy to residents residing in the area under the jurisdiction of
the In Plaeng Subdistrict Administration organization; (3) to inquire into the
relationships between demographical factors and local development; (4) to
consider the relationships between the sufficiency economy and local
development; and (5) to analyze the relationships between supporting factors

and local development.
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In this quantitative research investigation, the researcher used a
questionnaire as an instrument of research in collecting data from the sample
population of 500 residents of the area under the jurisdiction of the In Plaeng
Subdistrict Administration Organization.

In the analysis of the data collected, the researcher utilized techniques
of both descriptive and inferential statistics.

Findings are as follows:

1. The In Plaeng Subdistrict Administration Organization displayed
characteristics of local development in an overall picture at a moderate level
(mean = 3.19). Considered in each aspect, it was found that local development
in the social aspect was at a high level (mean = 4.03). Local development in
regard to cultural and environmental aspects was found to be evinced at a
moderate level (mean = 3.31 and 3.05, respectively). Finally, economic
development was determined to be exhibited at a low level (mean = 2.39)

2. The subjects under study were found to have applied the philosophy
of the sufficiency economy in an overall picture at a moderate level (mean =
2.94). When considered in each aspect, it was determined that the aspects of
moderation and reasonableness were expressed at a low level (mean = 2.18
and 2.39, respectively). The aspects of good self-immunization and conditions
of knowledge were displayed at a moderate level (mean = 3.02 and 3.23,
respectively). Finally, moral conditions were determined to be evinced at a
high level (mean = 3.85).

3. In analyzing the relationships between demographical factors and

local development, the researcher found that differences in the demographical

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factors of gender and occupation were correlated with local development at
the statistically significant level of 0.05. quever, the demographical factors
of age, educational level, familial income, and perceptions of information
regarding the sufficiency economy were determined not to be correlated whit
parallel differences in local development at the statistically significant level of
0.05.

4. The researcher additionally established that the sufficiency economy,
knowledge of conditions, the condition of reasonableness, and the condition
of moderation were factors influencing local development at the statistically
significant level of 0.01.

5. The researcher additionally determined that supporting factors in the
aspects of a strong community and the role of leadership were influencing
local development at the statistically significant level of 0.01.

The researcher would like to offer the following recommendations on
the basis of this study:

1. State agencies should promote knowledge, understanding and
awareness to members of the general public to save, to economize, and not to
overspend in consonance with applying His Majesty the King’s philosophy of
sufficiency economy.

2. Public and private agencies should cooperate in promoting and
supporting training for supplementary vocations for community residents.
Intra-community employment should be promoted. Community residents
should band together in developing community products to sell in extra-

community markets in order to augment familial income.

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3. Female member should be afforded the opportunity to participate in
and to play a role in local and community development at increased levels.

4. Education for community members should be promoted and
supported at higher levels.

5. Opportunities should be afforded local residents to participate in
determining guidelines for the development of their own communities.
Community leaders should increase levels of participation in such work as

well.
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
