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In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the opinions of selected
Matthayom Sueksa students in schools under the jurisdiction of the Si Sa Ket
Educational Service Area Office 2 in respect to the expected, actual, and
needed characteristics of teachers. The researcher also compares (2) the
needed characteristics of teachers in the opinions of the students under study
by reference to their demogra;phical characteristics.

Using the multi-stage sampling technique, the researcher selected a

sample population consisting of 400 Matthayom Sueksa students enrolled in

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schools under the jurisdiction of Si Sa Ket Educational Service Area Office 2
in the academic year 2010. The instrument of research used to collect data was
a five-rating scale questionnaire with 84 items and which was couched at the
reliability level of 0.98. Four hundred copies of the questionnaire distributed
by the researcher were returned for a 100 percent return rate.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. The

‘
techniques of t-test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were also
employed by the researcher.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study at the highest level expected teacher
characteristics to be in accordance with the aspects of adherence to democracy
and autonomous performance of duty.

The students under study also anticipated that the aspects of morality
and behaviors; relationships with students; human relations; personality;
academic knowledge and instruction would be manifested at a high level.
Furthermore, these students held that the actual characteristics of teachers in
the aspects of academic knowledge and instruction; human relations;
personality; morality and behaviors; relationships with students; autonomous
performance of duty; and adherence to democracy were overall exhibited at a
high level.

2. However, the students under study exhibited differences at the

statistically significant level ot .05 in the needs they evinced vis-a-vis teacher

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characteristics in the aspects of academic knowledge and instruction; human
relations; personality; morality and behaviors; relationship with students;
autonomous performance of duty; and adherence to democracy.

3. The students under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of gender exhibited differences in the needs they evinced for
teacher characteristics in all aspects at the statistically significant level of .05.
Those who differed in level of study also evinced differences in the needs they

harbored for teacher characteristics in the aspects of human relations;
personality; relationships with students, and adherence to democracy at the
statistically significant level of .05. There were no differences at the
statistically significant level of .05 in the following aspects: academic
knowledge and instruction; morality and behaviors; and autonomous
performance of duty. In addition, finally, those students who differed in
respect to the demographical characteristics of parental marital status and
occupation failed to display concomitant differences at the statistically
significant level of .05 in the needs they had for teacher characteristics in all

aspects.
