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In this thesis, the researcher investigates expectations, realities, and the
needs of parents of Prathom Sueksa students in schools at Watthana District
Office under the supervision of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration
regarding the attributes of teacher ethics in accordance with professional
teaching standards. The researcher also compares these needs with the

statuses of the parents.
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The research population consisted of parents of Prathom Sueksa
students enrolled in schools at Watthana District Office under the supervision
of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration in the second semester of the
academic year 2010. Using the multi-stage random sampling method, the
researcher selected a sample population consisting of 367 parents.

The instrument of research was a five-rating scale questionnaire with
40 items divided into five aspects with corresponding levels of reliabilify as
follows: the aspect of self-regarding ethics (0.736), the aspect of professional
ethics (0.827), the aspect of ethics in respect to service receivers (0.862), the
aspect of ethics in regard to fellow professionals (0.818), the aspect of ethics
vis-a-vis society as a whole (0.853). The reliability of the whole questionnaire
was at the level of 0.924 with 350 completed copies of the questionnaire
returned to the researcher with a return rate at 95.37 percent.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of percentage, mean and standard deviation. The
techniques of r-test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOV A) were also
employed by the researcher. |

Findings are as follows:

1. The expectation of the parents under study regarding the attributes of
teacher ethics was at the highest level in the aspect of ethics in respect to
service receivers. At a high level were four aspects: self-regarding ethics,
professional ethics, ethics in regard to fellow professionals, and ethics vis-4-

vis society as a whole. Furthermore, in reality, the parents viewed the

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attributes of professional ethics at a high level in four aspects. These four
aspects were self-regarding ethics, professional ethics, ethics in respect to
service receivers, and ethics in regard to fellow professionals. However, at a
moderate level was the aspect of ethics vis-a-vis society as a whole.

2. The parents under study exhibited differences in their needs for the
attributes of teacher ethics in accordance with the standards of the teaching
profession in the aspects of self-regarding ethics, professional ethics, ethics in
. respect to service receivers, ethics in regard to fellow professionals, and ethics
vis-a-vis society as a whole at the statistically significant level of .05.

3. The parents under study who differed in the demographical
characteristics of gender, educational level, and familial monthly income
exhibited no corresponding differences in their needs for the attributes of
teacher ethics in accordance with the standards of the teaching profession at
the statistically significant level of .05.

4. The parents under study who differed in the demographical
characteristic of age did not display differences in their needs for the attributes
of teacher ethics in the aspects of self-regarding ethics, professional ethics,
ethics in respect to service receivers, and ethics regarding fellow professionals
at the statistically significant level of .05. However, differences were found in
the aspect of ethics vis-4-vis society as a whole at the statistically significant
level of .05.

5. The parents under study who differed in the demographical

characteristics of occupation failed to show parallel differences in their needs

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for the attributes of teacher ethics in the aspects of self-regarding ethics,
professional ethics, ethics in respect to service receivers, and ethics vis-a-vis
society as a whole at the statistically significant level of .05. Nevertheless,
differences were found concerning ethics in regard to fellow professionals at

the statistically significant level of .05.
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
