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The research had 4 objectives ,they were as follows 1) to study the factors affected
football gambling 2) to study football gambling format 3) to study impacts of football gambling
4) to find football gambling preventive- method for utilizing for organization involved.The
samples used in this research were 173 people. They were 157 football gambling players,3
football dealers,10 parents and 3 policemen. The tools used in this research were questionaires
and in-depth interviewing. The statistics analysis uscd in data-analysing were frequency,
percentage ,average and standard deviation. Chi-square was used to test the formulated
hypothesis.

The findings of this study can be concluded that 1) Regarding the factors affecting the
football gambling ,it was found that they were malcs, Buddhist, single and universitv students
,aged between 17-20 ,holding bachelor degree with the income of B3,500 per month. Regarding
job- satisfaction ,it was found that most of the occupation of the samples satistied in medium
level and they should be investigating other activities like hobby ,physical exercise ,only about
2.7 % of the samples that took gambiing. As for media-consumption it was found that 32.43 % of
the samples used media more than 1 type,77.02 %of the samples spent everyday media-
consuming and 41.21 % of the samples spent 1-Z hour per day for football-media. Abcut
friendship, it was found that 2 groups (had many football-gambling friends and had a few
football-gambling friends). These constituted aboui 91.22 %. About 43.24 % of the samples
rarely entertaind with friends for alcoholic beverage drinking. Friend-group used to an opposite-
distinction and 46.62 % of the samples committed the football gambling by the guiding of friend.
Most of the samples spent 5-10 times per month for football gambling ,began gambling more
than 1 year with the average amount or lower than 500 baht per time. They used to win the
maximum prize more than 3.000 baht ,they used to lose more than 3,000 baht. Regarding

achievement data, it was found that they had low achievement with the average score 2.429. In
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hypothesis testing, it was found that football gambling didn’t have the difference with
sex,age,studying,religion,status,occupation and income in 0.05 significant. Regarding hypothesis
testing , it was accepted only about job-satisfaction which had the ditference with football
gambling in 0.05 significant by manual-computering. 2) For football gambling format, it was
found that the players and the dealers used to play other types of gamblings. The dealer’s friends
persuaded them for a football-table which used betting-rate from sport magazine or internet. The
dealers generally attracted the customers by persuading them to chain-gamble among their peer
groups. The money gained or lost was paid in cash or credit. The dcalers focused in credit
between them and customers. The players preferred a step to a single kind. The money gained or
lost was paid in cash. 3) About football gambling impacts, it was found that dealers reconized that
the gambling was immoral nevertheless they still carried on t the football gambling . The dealers
claimed that it causcd a ﬁxiancial-prob]cm and family-conflict if they lost. The tension caused by
the gambling undermined the family life. For the students, the gambling affccted their studics.
4) About the football gambling preventive-method , it was found that the parents opposed football
gambling widely . They required scriously enforcement to prohibit the football table and players.
The policemen admitted that they were under the influencing people s policy. They insisted on

social consciousness to permanently reducing the football gambling.
