The purposes of this research were as follows; 1) to Study morals and ethics
development of the demonstration school students of Ramkhamhaeng University 2) to
Compare the opinion of the development school students of Ramkhamhaeng
University on morals and ethics development.

The research sample comprised of 230 while the total population were 2,200.
Sample random sampling method was used this research along with questionnaires.
The data were analyzed by using percentage, frequency, standard deviation, t-test and
one — way analysis of variance (ANOVA) were employed to determine the values of

differences. Scheffé’s method was used in testing differences in pair comparisons.

Research results as follows;

1. The research showed the students’ opinion on morals and ethics
development regards to the whole aspect was at the moderate level, the students’
opinion in each aspect was at the moderate level. [1) aspect of interactive activities
along with instruction 2) aspect of environment 3) aspect of activities 4) aspect of
regulation]

« 2. The opinion of different gender students were at the moderate level in the
whole aspect, while the students’ opinion in aspect of interactive activities along with
instruction were at .05 statistically significant difference level. And the another

aspects was different at .05 statistically significant level.
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3. The students’ opinion of the different level of studies were at the .05
significant difference in the whole aspect and in the aspect of interactive activities
along with instruction, while the aspect of environment, aspect of activitics and

regulation were at the .05 level significantly different.
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
