The research purposes were to 1) first study the intention to behave of fortune
seekers/horoscope seekers in complying with an astrologer’s suggestion, 2) second compare
the personal factors and additional factors with the intention to acting behavior of horoscope
inquirer, And 3) Final investigate the influent factors offering intention to acting behave of
astrologer. The samples were fortune seekers/horoscope seekers in complying with an
astrologer’s advice at khokkhamao temple, during the time period of October 2009 to
December 2009. The sample size of 380 was selected by systematic Random Sampling
technique where one was selected out of every five customers. Research instruments
comprised a checklist questionair, and 3- level and 5-level rating scales. Data were analyzed
in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypothesis of the study
was examined in order to compare the intention to acting behave of horoscopic using
independent t-test and one way ANOVA. Factors affecting the intention to acting behave of
the customers were analyzed by Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The research found that :

1. The intention to follow the astrologer’s suggestion after service was at a high level,
(x =4.17,8.D.=.71)

2. With respect to personal factors affecting intention to follow the prediction,
there was no difference in intention among there with different age, sex, education,
occupation and income at a statistic level of the difference significance of .05. However,
status where was found the married Showed higher intention than the single, X = 4.250 and
4.045 respectively.

3. Regarding the others factors affecting the intention to follow the astrologer
suggestion, attitude, satisfaction and believe toward the astrologer’'s suggestion was found at
38.5% according to the raw score and the standard score equation as follow:
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
