The purposes of this research were “Ethical Behavior of Prathomsuksa Six Students in
Buddhist School Progct on Basic School under the Office of Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area
2” were 1) To study ethical behavior of students 2) To compare ethical behavior of students with
different personal factors 3) To study the operations of Buddhist school factors influencing in the ethical
behavior of students The sample were 354 Prathomsuksa 6 students in 41 schools under the Office of
Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area 2. The samples were derived by stratify random sampling and
two-stage random sampling. The data was collected during December 2009 to February 2010. The
instrument used in the research consisted of 1) a questionnaire with personal factors 2) a questionnaire
with the operations of Buddhist school factors and 3) a questionnaire with the ethical behavior. The data
were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way analysis of variance,
multiple regression and content analysis.

The results of research revealed that: 1) The ethical behavior levels of students was at a high
level. 2) The ethical behavior levels of students with different personal factors were found that male and
female were different in honesty, devotion, economize, harmonious and jistice, who have different
grade were different in responsibility, honesty and jstice, who have different mother$ career were
different devotion had significance differences at the .05. 3) The operations of Buddhist school factors
were found that the activity of school lives was selected by ranking no.l, the school climate and
interaction was selected by ranking no.2 and the school physical was selected by ranking no.3 The
activity of school lives, school climate and school physical can be predict predicted to operation

effectively in students’ethical behavior at 39.0 %ad significance differences at the .01.
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
