The purpose of this study were 1) to study the performance effectiveness of the
Aor Yor Noi project of students in the schools under Office of Basic Education Commission,
Nakhon Pathom province 2) to compare personal factors with the performance effectiveness
of The Aor Yor Noi project of students in the schools under Office of Basic Education
Commission, Nakhon Pathom province 3) to study the supporting factors which affect the
performance effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi project of students in the schools under Office
of Basic Education Commission, Nakhon Pathom province in academic year 2009.The
guestionnaire was applied as a tool to collect the data from 390 samples by Multi-Stage
Random Sampling Method. The data was analyzed by using SPSS for windows program and

the statistics included frequency, percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test and
One-way ANOVA. When the statistic differences were found, the multiple comparison by
Scheffe’s Method and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis were applied.

The results showed that

1. The overall image of performance effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi project
of students in the schools under Office of Basic Education Commission, Nakhon Pathom
province was at a high level.

2. The supporting factors in motivation, participation, acknowledgement,
social support, power reinforcement and health behavior were at a high level.

3. The comparative analysis result of performance effectiveness of the Aor
Yor Noi project which categorized by personal factors found that students who had different
gender, different school type and different parent’s occupation, their performance
effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi project was not different. However, the different score of
target students affected on the different performance effectiveness of the project at statistical
significance of 0.05 level and the differences of daily income, educational level and parent’s
educational level affected on the different performance effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi
project at statistical significance level of 0.01.

4. The supporting factor on the empowerment could predict the operation
effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi project at 65.7 percent. Health behavior could increasingly
predict the performance effectiveness of the project at 7.7 percent. Participation could
increasingly predict the performance effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi project at 2.4 percent.
Acknowledgement could increasingly predict the performance effectiveness of the Aor Yor
Noi project at 1.2 percent. Motivation could increasingly predict the performance effectiveness
of the Aor Yor Noi project at 0.5 percent and there was a statistical significance at 0.01 level.
The entire empowerment, health behavior, participation, acknowledgement and motivation
effectively predicted the performance effectiveness of the Aor Yor Noi project at 77.5 percent.
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
