This study aimed to compare the reading comprehension ability of a learning
disability student, after and before the using of tales accompanied by pictures. The subject,
derived by a purposive sampling, was a Mattayom Suksa 1, Ban Ta Lo School, Ampher Ta
Yang, Petchburi. In this experiment, the subject read 6 stories accompanied by pictures and
completed the exercises provided by the researcher. The experiment involved 6 sessions,
with 1:30 hours for each session. Instruments included : 1) 6 tales accompanied by pictures,
2) 5 sets of reading comprehension exercises., 3) test of reading comprehension ability.
Percentage was used to analyze the data. A comparison of pretest and posttest scores of
reading comprehension was made.

The result showed that, after receiving the lessons, reading comprehension ability of
the learning disability student was higher than that before receiving the lessons. The student
obtained a pretest score of 40% and a posttest score of 90%. The discrepancy of posttest

and pretest score was 50%.
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
